In the first three months of 2026, the National Agency for
Quality Assurance in Education and Research continued
the implementation of activities outlined in its institutional
plan, aiming to strengthen the external quality assurance
system in education and research and to align it with
European standards.

In the field of external evaluation, procedures were
initiated for 47 higher education study programs, 9 adult
training programs, and 74 vocational education and
training programs, with external evaluations carried out in
accordance with the applicable regulatory framework.
During the reference period, the ANACEC Governing
Board examined 32 external evaluation reports, 26
requests regarding the awarding and confirmation of titles,
29 requests concerning the awarding of scientific and
academic titles, as well as appeals and other matters
related to the functioning of the national quality assurance
system, adopting the necessary decisions to ensure the
continuity, legality, and credibility of evaluation processes.
The Agency participated in international cooperation
activities and consultations with European partners,
including within the process of referencing the National
Qualifications Framework to the European Qualifications
Framework.

Throughout the first quarter, activities continued to
improve the regulatory and procedural framework,
advance the digitalization of internal processes, and
develop the ANACEC Annual Activity Report for 2025, a
document reflecting the institution’s results, the evolution
of the quality assurance system, and development
directions for the upcoming period.

Through these activities, ANACEC  reaffirms its
commitment to promoting a culture of quality, developing
a credible evaluation system, and strengthening trust in
the results of external quality assurance in the Republic of
Moldova.

Its aim is to reform the way research activity is evaluated, moving away from predominantly quantitative
approaches based on simple bibliometric indicators towards more balanced assessments that take into account research quality, diversity
of scientific contributions, societal impact, integrity, and responsible research practices.
By signing the Agreement, member organizations commit to a shared set of principles for research assessment reform, including the
implementation of an Action Plan with clear objectives and milestones.
As a CoARA member, ANACEC will be able to:

participate in thematic working groups within the Coalition, addressing different dimensions of research assessment;

contribute to the exchange of best practices and the development of evidence-based approaches;

support dialogue and cooperation among national stakeholders.

In perioada ianuarie-martie 2026, Directia evalaure inv&tdmant superior a desfasurat un set complex de, evidentiind atat
intensificarea proceselor de evaluare externa, cat si consolidarea cadrului metodologic si institutional.

Pe dimensiunea post-evaluare, institutiile de Tnvatdmant superior au prezentat 12 planuri de masuri corective, reflectand
functionarea mecanismelor de imbunatéatire continué a calitatii.
A fost organizatd ceremonia de inmanare a 42 de certificate (diplome, atestate, certificate de evaluare externa si

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ACTIVITATEA DIRECTIEI EVALUARE IN INVATAMANTUL SUPERIOR

During the period January-March 2026, the Department of

Evaluation in Higher Education carried out a complex set of
activities, highlighting both the intensification of external evaluation
processes and the strengthening of the methodological and
institutional framework.

An important milestone of this period was the development and
approval of the external evaluation calendar. This calendar ensured

coherent planning of evaluations for study programmes.

Based on this, the external evaluation process was organized for bachelor’s, master’s, and doctoral programmes, recording:
- 7 higher education institutions as applicants;

« 73 submitted files;

- 47 programmes undergoing external evaluation.

The activity of the Governing Council also included the examination of evaluation reports and the formulation of proposals regarding
the results of external evaluations, contributing to increased transparency and rigor in the decision-making process.

On the post-evaluation dimension, higher education institutions submitted 12 corrective action plans, reflecting the functioning of
continuous quality improvement mechanismes.

A ceremony was organized for the awarding of 42 certificates (diplomas, attestations, external evaluation certificates, and authenticity
confirmations), marking the official recognition of the results of the evaluation and validation processes carried out by ANACEC.

At the same time, the Department of Evaluation in Higher Education remains focused on strengthening the international dimension of
evaluation processes, including by attracting external expertise. In this context, an international expert was included in an external
evaluation panel, contributing to aligning national practices with European standards and increasing the credibility of evaluation
processes.

In order to strengthen the pool of evaluators, 10 information and training sessions were organized, with the participation of over 60
beneficiaries, aimed at identifying and preparing evaluators across different fields and study levels.

At the same time, members of the department participated in a CEENQA Bi-monthly Meeting, facilitating the exchange of best
practices and alignment with European standards. The meeting addressed relevant topics for quality assurance in higher education,
including: the CEENQA Council report on current activities; international accreditation experiences presented; support provided
through the SMEQA project for improving the activities of quality assurance agencies in line with ESG standards; and development
directions in quality assurance in communication education. Participation in these meetings contributes to strengthening international
cooperation and adopting relevant best practices for the development of the national quality assurance system.

A particular focus during this period was placed on the development of the methodological framework for doctoral studies. In this
regard, a dedicated working group was established and the process of updating the Evaluation Guide for doctoral studies was initiated,
with the aim of aligning it with European standards and recent developments in the doctoral system.

Additionally, ANACEC representatives participated in discussions on strengthening the doctoral system in the Republic of Moldova
and aligning it with European standards, in cooperation with relevant authorities, contributing to policy development in this field.

On the doctoral system development dimension, ANACEC also took part in a series of training sessions dedicated to the
implementation of ESG 2015 standards. These activities aimed to prepare doctoral schools for external evaluation by clarifying the
stages of internal and external evaluation, the preparation of evaluation reports, and the specific requirements of European standards.
During these discussions, an analysis of the current situation of doctoral studies in the Republic of Moldova was carried out, identifying
both strengths and vulnerabilities of the system, as well as priority areas for intervention. At the same time, an action plan was outlined
to strengthen the institutional capacities of doctoral schools in preparation for participation in external evaluation processes.

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ACTIVITATEA DIRECTIEI EVALUARE IN INVATAMANTUL SUPERIOR

In the first quarter of 2026, ANACEC organized two events dedicated to the awarding of external evaluation certificates for

higher education study programmes within higher education institutions of the Republic of Moldova. These activities
covered bachelor’s, master’s, and integrated study programmes across various fields of professional training.

On 4 January 2026, the certificates of external evaluation were awarded for bachelor’s and master’s study programmes
within the State University of Moldova (Public Institution), including: World Economy and International Economic Relations;
Metrology and Virtual Instrumentation;, Forestry and Public Gardens; Metrology, Standardization and Conformity
Assessment; Sport and Human Performance (90 ECTS / 120 ECTS) (delivered by the Institute of Physical Education and
Sport of USM); and Security Management (delivered by the Institute of Physical Education and Sport of USM).

On 24 March 2026, the certificates of external evaluation were awarded for bachelor’s, integrated, and master’s study
programmes within the Technical University of Moldova (Public Institution), including:

Mechanical Engineering; Refrigeration Machines and Installations; Mechanical Engineering; Food Service Technology and
Management;, Food Technology; Wine Technology and Fermentation Products; Public Nutrition Services; Hotel, Tourism

In perioada ianuarie-martie 2026, Directia evaluare in invatdimantul profesional tehnic si de formare continua din
cadrul Agentiei Nationale de Asigurare a Calitatii in Educatie si Cercetare (ANACEC) a desfésurat activitati de evaluare
externa a programelor de formare profesionald a adultilor si a programelor de formare profesionald in invatdmantul
profesional tehnic, precum si un ansamblu de activitati orientate spre asigurarea si consolidarea calitatii proceselor de
evaluare externd, in conformitate cu cadrul normativ national si cu standardele europene in domeniul educatiei si
formarii profesionale.

Prin aceste activitati de instruire, Directia a urmarit cresterea nivelului de competentd al evaluatorilor, reducerea
diferentelor de interpretare a standardelor de evaluare si asigurarea unui proces de evaluare externd transparent,
consecvent si credibil, in beneficiul institutiilor evaluate si fortificare a practicilor de asigurare a calitatii in invatamantul
profesional tehnic si de formare profesionalé a adultilor.

ACTIVITY OF THE DEPARTMENT OF VOCATIONAL EDUCATION AND TRAINING AND CONTINUOUS TRAINING EVALUATION (DEIPTFC)

During the period January-March 2026, the Department of Vocational Education and Training, and Continuous
Training Evaluation within the National Agency for Quality Assurance in Education and Research (ANACEC) carried out
external evaluation activities of adult training programmes and vocational education and training (VET) programmes, as
well as a set of activities aimed at ensuring and strengthening the quality of external evaluation processes, in
accordance with the national regulatory framework and European standards in the field of education and vocational
training.

In order to ensure quality, consistency, and the uniform application of external evaluation procedures, the Department
paid increased attention to newly engaged expert evaluators involved in the evaluation process. The training activities
aimed to strengthen methodological competencies, clarify evaluation criteria and indicators, and harmonize working

practices at the level of evaluation committees.

In this context, the following activities were organized:

e Two training sessions for expert evaluators of vocational education and training (VET) programmes, attended by
over 30 experts, focused on the application of the specific methodological framework for evaluating programmes in
VET institutions, as well as on the use of evaluation tools and the drafting of external evaluation reports;

e A training session for evaluators involved in the assessment of programmes delivered by the Training Center for
Specialists for the National Army (CPSAN), held on March 16, 2026, with the participation of 10 experts. The activity
aimed at applying the methodological framework for reviewing comments submitted by the institution and
informing experts about the requirements for drafting minutes of the comment review process;

o 25 separate training meetings, one for each evaluation committee approved during the reference period, dedicated
to aligning committee members with updated methodological requirements, the use of standardized
documentation, and the effective coordination of activities during external evaluation visits;

e A training session for experts involved in reviewing appeals against the decisions of the ANACEC Governing Board
regarding the results of external evaluations.

Through these training activities, the Department aimed to increase the level of evaluators’ competence, reduce
differences in the interpretation of evaluation standards, and ensure a transparent, consistent, and credible external
evaluation process, benefiting the evaluated institutions and strengthening quality assurance practices in vocational
education and adult training.

In the first three months of the current year, the Department also organized and carried out:
e The external evaluation of 45 study programmes in vocational education and training and adult education, which
were examined by npoguis commissions and the ANACEC Governing Board;

e 32 external evaluation visits conducted at VET institutions and adult training providers.

A significant share consists of ISCED level 3, 4, and 5 vocational training programmes that have been operating over the

past five years and are undergoing evaluation for reaccreditation.

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ACTIVITATEA iN PROIECTE S$1 COOPERARE INTERNATIONALA

In the first quarter of 2026, the Department of VET and Continuous Training Evaluation was actively involved in international
projects and European and regional cooperation initiatives, as follows:

As part of the implementation of the “MOBIUS Project,” the Department participated in two international study visits aimed at
exchanging experience and strengthening institutional capacity in the fields of quality assurance and mobility in vocational
education and training.

Thus, during the period 19-23 January 2026, a representative of the Department participated in a study visit to Slovakia, an
activity aimed at analyzing best practices in organizing international mobility, mechanisms for the recognition of learning
outcomes, and the role of quality assurance agencies in supporting the internationalization of VET. The visit program included
meetings with public authorities, vocational education institutions in the fields of hospitality services and tourism, and other
relevant stakeholders, with the perspective of developing a digital platform to facilitate cross-border cooperation between VET
systems in Europe and other regions.

As a continuation of the project activities, during 22-26 March 2026, a representative of the Department participated in a study
visit to Krakdw, Poland, including activities at the Cracow University of Economics and visits to the Krakdw Technology Park,
complemented by cultural and networking components. These activities contributed both to deepening knowledge in the field
of economic diplomacy and digital tools used in international projects, and to strengthening professional relationships among
partners.

Participation in these MOBIUS Project activities contributed to broadening the international perspective on the application of
best practices in quality assurance, the uptake and adaptation of digital solutions for external evaluation and self-evaluation
processes, and to strengthening ANACEC's role in supporting the development of high-quality mobility in vocational education
and continuous training.

Cooperation with EQAVET

Representatives of the Department participated in the EQAVET Working Group on the development of a thematic guide for
quality assurance of basic skills in VET, held online on February 9, 2026. The activity focused on validating the proposed
approach for the guide—based on improving EQAVET descriptors and indicators—and identifying key challenges, such as the
integration of basic skills into curricula, cooperation among teaching staff, and the involvement of employers.

At the same time, the meeting marked the beginning of a participatory cooperation process, in which participants’ contributions
will support the progressive development of the guide throughout 2026.

Cooperation with ETF

The Department delegated a representative to the workshop “Use of Quality Measurement Indicators for the TVET System,” held
on March 30-31, 2026, in Cairo, facilitated by ETF. The event contributed to strengthening international exchange of experience
regarding the use of quality indicators in assessing the performance of TVET systems.

During the event, organized by ETQAAN, national and European approaches to defining, collecting, and using indicators were
analyzed, including the integration of those within the EQAVET framework. The representative of the institution presented the
experience of the Republic of Moldova in using quality indicators to monitor and improve the VET system, highlighting quality
assurance mechanisms and the use of data to support decision-making.

Participation in the workshop facilitated the exchange of best practices with experts from multiple countries and international
organizations, contributing to the development of institutional capacities in the field of evaluation and quality monitoring in
vocational education and training.
